Mathematics after PreAP Precalculus at Bellaire High School

Courses Offered (after successful completion of PreAP Precalculus):
· AP Statistics (1 semester of college credit potential)
· Students may take AP Statistics any time after completing Precalculus or PreAP Algebra 2.
· AP Calculus AB (1 semester of college credit potential) 
· AP Calculus BC (1 or 2 semesters of college credit potential)
· Students who have taken AP Calculus AB may take AP Calculus BC the next year, but they cannot receive credit toward graduation for both courses and the first semester of “BC” will be a repeat of “AB” material.
· IB Math HL (taken during Senior year)
· IB Math HL covers a broad range of advanced math topics and provides a valuable background for students considering a college major that is math intensive (engineering, sciences, technology, etc.).  Additionally, students who enjoy studying challenging math topics but are considering a college major that is not math intensive should also consider taking IB Math HL to further develop their math background.  Although the IB Math HL course prepares students to take the IB Math HL exam, students who are not taking the IB exam may take this course.

· Students who take IB Math HL must have completed AP Calculus BC or must take it at the same time.
IB Diploma Candidates taking the IB Mathematics Standard Level Exam (exam may be taken Junior or Senior year only)

IB Math HL (taken during Senior year)

optional course:
AP Statistics
